Chocolate covered Peanutbutter balls
served at Arbor Day

2 - cups of Chunky Peanut Butter

1 - box of Powdered Sugar (1 Ib)

1 - stick of butter (room temp)

3 - cups of Rice Krispies

12-ounce of semi-sweet chocolate bits

Day 1

Mix the Chunky Peanut Butter, powdered sugar,
butter and Rice Krispies (WELL) and form into
small balls.

Place them on a cookie sheet with wax paper and
putin the freezer overnight.

Day 2

Melt the semi-sweet chocolate bits in a double
boiler.

Stick Toothpicks into the balls and dip part way
into the chocolate.

Let stand on foil until hard.

They can be stored in the freezer until eaten.
